Student Safety in Schools (Elementary Schools)

The Langley School District is committed to fostering safe and
caring schools that promote mutual respect, cooperation, and
social responsibility, and support optimal learning. Trauma
Informed Practices and Procedures promote the creation and
maintenance of safe, inclusive, equitable, welcoming, and
nurturing school environments. The District expects all students to
follow the Student Code of Conduct AP 350.
