· Next year for meet the teacher night Mr. Erker and staff are hoping to put together a community salmon BBQ for families. With a goal to bring the community together and back into the school. The date will be September 17th, and there will be a call out for volunteers to help run the event, as well as hoping to find connections for the food and equipment. Donna and Brad will be brought in to help plan and be a part of the night.
· An update on the playground, we are just waiting for a date from the grounds crew. Once that happens the playground can be shipped to us, as there is no room to store it before then.
· Mr. Erker posed a question to the room about the communication from him and the school and if there was any feedback on what could be done differently. Some suggestions were more details and a table of contents.

Tennis is too expensive for the school wide activity. It would cost around $6000 and we have $2500. Mr. Erker will explore a few options; a new sport is beneficial for the kids.
PAC will also reach out to Master Shawn from Art of Taekwondo about coming back this year.
A new fundraising opportunity has come up with Tommy Guns Walnutgrove. We would sell tickets for a haircut, $15 for children and $25 for adults, that expire two months after they are received. The PAC would get all profits. With other fundraisers happening right now, we are thinking to run this one January 26 until February 6.
Pancake breakfast is December 5. Griddles have been rented and Santa is booked. A committee will be started through Whatsapp to organize decorations and volunteers. The donation and volunteer sign up will be posted to the PAC Facebook group.
We are hoping to put on a end of year family picnic on June 5 from 5-8pm. We are still discussing details around food, whether to bring in food truck or a bring your own picnics. Some other ideas were live music and a scavenger hunt for the kids. We will need to rent out the field because its after hours. Erin will reach out to the township to get more details.
Next year the bus service to DGR will be cancelled. Some parents have made a petition to have it return due to safety concerns of walkability to the school.
