• All students will improve their 
reading every year. 

• Students will become confident, 
engaged, and joyful writers. 

• Students’ number sense and 
problem-solving will improve. 

 
SOCIAL EMOTIONAL

• Increase the number of students who 
report positive feelings about school 

• Increase student feelings of 
acceptance and efficacy at school 

• Increase the number of students who 
report two or more caring adults. 

We are a diverse school of 655 learners 
and 65 adults in a fast-growing part of 
Langley. 
We boast 38-and counting languages 
spoken at home, and an inclusive, learn-
from-each-other culture. 
Students’ numeracy results suggest that 
their problem-solving skills continue to 
need development 
Students’ writing results are less 
consistent than their reading results. 
Students report that many do not feel 
effective as writers and that they do not 
like writing. 
Students’ reading results are advancing 
yearly and show steady growth.
