Students in Distress and School Safety 

 

Health and safety are a priority in the Langley School District. Our schools follow emergency procedures to 

help keep students, staff, and the community safe. Depending on the situation, communication to 

parents/caregivers is needed to keep families informed about incidents in our school, such as during lockdowns, 

hold & secures, and room clears. Sometimes these incidents may not be emergencies but are medical crises. It is 

important to note that the decision to send communications to families is dependent on a variety of factors 

including the nature of what happened, who has witnessed or was directly impacted by what happened, as well 

as student and staff privacy. Although communication is unique and dependent on the specific situation, there 

are times when a student is in distress and the incident may require a message or letter to families. In addition to 

communication to parents/caregivers, teachers and staff may debrief with students after an incident that may 

have upset them. In some cases, the school counsellor may offer support to students in need. As always, we 

want families to let us know if your child requires support. If you have any questions or concerns about 

communication related to emergencies or incidents, please reach out to the school.
